• Prepare materials, purchase supplies, and track inventory  

• Manage program bookings  

• Maintain participant records and support reporting  

• Respond to client and donor inquiries (phone and in-person)

• Support client screening and registration processes  

• Communicate effectively with clients, volunteers, donors, and staff  

• Attend team meetings and assist with other duties as needed
